Proposed Motion 2011-0245 would confirm Lorelea Hudson to the Landmarks Commission to fill the archaeologist position.
BACKGROUND

In 1980, King County established the Landmarks Commission to ensure preservation of the region’s historic places, material culture and traditions for future generations.

The nine-member citizen commission is comprised of volunteers with a broad set of expertise in areas such as architecture, art, land use, historic preservation, archaeology, education and history.  No more than four members may reside within any one municipal jurisdiction.

Commissioners are responsible for the designation and regulation of landmark properties, representation of suburban cities with interlocal agreements with King County, and advising the Executive and Council on King County landmarks issues.  The Landmarks Commission promotes and protects historically significant sites by providing technical assistance to owners of historic buildings, community organizations and local public agencies.  Additional responsibilities include oversight of cultural facilities, educational programs, special projects and sustained support programs that provide grants to landmarks organizations and individual specialists.  Funding for landmark programs is available from the Cultural Development Fund, generated by hotel-motel tax revenues.

LANDMARKS COMMISSION CANDIDATES:

Kji Kelley  Mr. Kelly, who resides in Vashon (District 8), is employed as Director of Property and Asset Management for Historic Seattle.  He was founder/president of The Summer Beam Company, which supplies architectural antiques and recycled building materials.  His past employment also includes being a project manager for the Facilities Management Department at Duke University.  He also served as a construction project manager for the North Carolina Department of Cultural Resources, and as a contracts and project manager for the Pennsylvania Capital Preservation Committee.  Mr. Kelly holds a Bachelor of Arts in American Studies and Political Science from Dickinson College, and attended the University of Washington Construction Management certificate program.  Mr. Kelly is being appointed to the contractor position on the Commission for a partial term, expiring on June 1, 2013.  
Lorelea Hudson  Ms. Hudson, who resides in Seattle (District 4), is a Senior Historical Archaeologist/Project Manager for Northwest Archaeological Associates.  She previously has owned and operated a cultural resources management company in Sandpoint, Idaho, providing grant writing services to five county governments in northern Idaho.  Her memberships in civic organizations include the organizing committee for the 2011 Annual Conference of the Society for Industrial Archaeology, the Tower Committee at the Phinney Neighborhood Association, the Northwest Anthological Association, the Bonner County Archeology and Preservation Committee, the Board of Trustees of the Idaho State Historical Society, the Bonner County Centennial Committee as well as the Grant Committee of the Idaho Centennial Celebration.  She is also a founder and past board member of the North Idaho Cultural Resources Information Center.  Ms. Hudson holds a B.A. in Anthropology from the University of Washington, and an M.A. in Anthropology from the University of Idaho.  Ms. Hudson is being appointed to the archaeologist position on the Commission for a partial term, expiring on June 1, 2012.
