SUBJECT:  
An ordinance relating to the operation of the Kent pool. 
BACKGROUND:

As transmitted, Proposed Ordinance 2002-0593 authorizes the Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement with the city of Kent for the transfer of the Kent pool, located within the city limits of Kent. The ordinance and ILA were transmitted in time to meet statutory public notice requirements, but before negotiations concluded with the city. 

An agreement has now been reached whereby the county and the city will enter into an operating agreement for the pool for a two-month period, from January 1, 2003 to February 28, 2003. The final version of the operating agreement will be provided by the Parks Division to the NRPOS Committee on Thursday, December 12th. 
AMENDMENTS:

A title amendment and a striking amendment have been prepared to:

1. Reflect that the ordinance authorizes the Executive to enter into an operating agreement and not a transfer agreement; and

2. Replace the transfer agreement with the final version of the operating agreement between King County and the city of Kent.

SCHEDULE FOR PUBLIC HEARING & EMERGENCY STATUS:

The public hearing for the ordinance is scheduled at the Council meeting on December 16th.  The ordinance contains and emergency clause. The purpose of the emergency clause is to make the ordinance effective upon adoption by the Council. In order for an emergency ordinance to be effective, 9 “yes” votes are required to adopt the ordinance at the Council meeting.
