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OVERVIEW

The King County Landmarks and Heritage Commission’s 2002 – 2003 Cultural Education Program Panel met on April 20, 2002 to review applications to the Heritage Cultural Education Program.

The following summarizes the Heritage Cultural Education Program Panel Recommendations for 2002 - 2003:  

· The total number of applications reviewed was seventeen; the total amount of funding requested was $187,400; and the total of project budgets leveraged by these requests was $394,485. 

· The panel recommended support for eleven projects, with a total of $78,660 in available funds.  

· Seven of the eleven projects recommended for funding will be receiving an award from the Heritage Cultural Education Program for the first time.

· Recommended awards range from $10,000 to $2,080.  

· Applications were reviewed and evaluated based upon the following criteria, as stated in the 2002 – 2003 Heritage Cultural Education Program guidelines:  Project Quality, Feasibility, Strength of Partnership between applicant and school(s), Project Impact, and Landmarks and Heritage Commission priorities.

Project Summary:
First time applicant DNDA proposes to develop and distribute an interactive CD ROM, documentary video, and other curriculum materials about the history of the Delridge neighborhood, building on the success of the highly acclaimed Diaries of High Point project that was produced last year with support from the Seattle Department of Neighborhoods.  Students will be involved in all phases of the project, from conducting video history interviews with current and former neighborhood residents, to conducting research about the patterns of immigration and land development, to digital editing and production.  The project team proposes to work with several community organizations including the Duwamish Tribe and the Khmer Society to identify interview subjects and to develop project themes.  Project results will be shared with educators through a series of teacher outreach seminars to share curriculum materials and project methodology.

The applicant proposes to develop a teacher training curriculum to introduce teachers to its new online archive (www.densho.org) and to offer training workshops for teachers throughout the region.  For several years, Densho has been collecting video history interviews with Japanese Americans, and in the past those interviews have been accessible to the public through a kiosk in the Wing Luke Asian Museum.  With the debut in February 2002 of Internet access to this archival resource, Densho has prioritized educational outreach and promotion of the primary source materials in its archive to educators at all grade levels.  Training curriculum developed for presentation at workshops will also be posted on the Internet, and selected workshop participants will be offered follow-up classroom visits to assess the effectiveness of training and materials.

Project Summary:
The applicant proposes to offer a workshop for Seattle School District teachers on using primary source materials in the classroom, and to develop learning packets to encourage students to access archival materials as an element of their research to complete their Eighth Grade Project.  Recognizing that many teachers and most students are unfamiliar with using archival repositories in the Seattle area, the intent of the project is to familiarize teachers with the kinds of resources which are available and how to access them through an in-service training opportunity.  Following this workshop, the applicant will work with one school to develop and pilot test a packet of materials for student use that contains copies of a variety of archival and primary source documents that students might not otherwise be able to use in their research.  This is intended to be a pilot project that can be expanded to other schools in the future.

The applicant proposes to take its successful school history radio play project to the historic Brighton Elementary School in Seattle’s Beacon Hill neighborhood.  The applicant will work with 5th grade students to create an oral history-based radio theater project celebrating the 100th anniversary of the school and its place in the community.  Students participate in all aspects of the project, including conducting interviews with school alumni, developing and performing scripts, and recording and producing the scripts in Jack Straw studios.  In addition to project elements directly involving students, the applicant will develop a curriculum model for the project which can be posted on its web site and utilized by teachers at other schools who are interested in undertaking similar projects using audio and video recording, and using the techniques and project model developed by the applicant.

The applicant proposes to build on the success of the Puget Sound Maritime Historical Society’s partnership with the Youth Maritime Training Association (supported by the 2000 Cultural Education Program), by revising and expanding a high school maritime heritage curriculum for use with other grade levels, developing a web-based version of those materials, and offering teacher training workshops at its South Lake Union facility.  Another element of the proposed project involves Summit K-12 School students in designing tiles to create a public art project focused on a maritime history theme.  The curriculum will be organized thematically by “Ports of Call” allowing students and teachers to customize use of the materials to focus on topics of particular interest such as schooners, steamboats or early settlements.

Working with the University of Washington’s MESA (Mathematics, Engineering, Science Achievement) Project, which will host the completed site and promote its use, the applicant will work with teachers who have been involved in past years in the development of the project to review, critique, and pilot test the materials from the web.

Project Summary:
The applicant proposes to conduct an urban archaeological excavation in the Courtland Place neighborhood of Rainier Valley in conjunction with a public art project and a street paving project that will be going on there next fall.  Public artist Don Fels will serve as project director, and the project will involve several community partners, including Burke Museum Archaeology curator Dr. Peter Lape who will supervise graduate student archaeologists on the project.  RVHS director Mikala Woodward will train elementary school students to gather oral history interviews and integrate historical documentation with archaeological ‘evidence.’  The excavation will be conducted in a traffic circle that is being reconfigured by the Seattle Department of Transportation (SeaTrans) in area where there have been numerous antique bottles and other historical artifacts found.  The site is not currently listed on the state inventory; however, Dr. Lape will serve as liaison to the state Office of Archaeology and Historic Preservation to ensure that appropriate permits and review are obtained.  In addition to participating in the excavation, students will work with RVHS to research, document, and create an exhibit of their findings, which will be displayed at RVHS and other neighborhood venues through the 2002-2003 school year.  Note:  this project is also recommended for $ 3,600 from the Arts Cultural Education Program.

The applicant proposes to offer its highly successful Day of Remembrance Programs, focused on the internment experiences of Japanese Americans during WWII. Programs include curriculum packets, teacher training, living history presentations, and guest speakers, and will emphasize the idea of civil rights in times of national crisis.  Expanding on the presentation of programs in past years, new programs will include a specific examination of civil rights issues related to Arab Americans since September 11, 2001.  Guest speakers will include Arab and Muslim American community leaders along with Japanese Americans, and students will be involved in critical examination of parallels between historical and contemporary events and experiences.
