Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Enclosed is a proposed ordinance to appropriate $1,155,011 for the Wastewater Treatment Division of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks in the 2004 budget.  This supplemental funding will implement the collective bargaining unit agreement between King County and employees represented by the Service Employees International Union (SEIU), Local 925. 

The $1,155,011 supplemental covers wage increases of $162,180 for the final two months of 2003 and $992,831 for wage and COLA increases in 2004. 

The settlement reached is a product of good-faith bargaining between King County and the SEIU Local 925.  The agreement compares favorably with other settlements and is within our capacity to finance.  Supplemental funding for this agreement comes from available Wastewater Treatment Division operating revenues.  I certify that funds are available.
