12 WHEREAS, the Beverly Park community council, a nonprofit public service 

13 organization with no contractual relationship with the county, recently raised funds to 

14 provide equipment to various local public safety agencies and community groups, and 

15 WHEREAS, the Beverly Park community council understands the need for radio 

16 modem equipment, and 
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17 WHEREAS, the Beverly Park community council voluntarily, without coercion 

I g or inducement, wishes to donate up to five thousand dollars in radio modem equipment,

20 WHEREAS, this donation will legitimately enhance deputy safety and 

21 productivity and is a general offer to the King County sheriff's office Boulevard Park 

22 patrol deputies, and 

23 WHEREAS, this donation is intended neither to influence a particular county

25 sheriff's deputies, and 

26 WHEREAS, King County government is a charitable organization as defined by

30 thousand dollars in radio modem equipment.
