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SUBJECT

An Ordinance relating to the elimination of the annual technology report submittal requirement. 
SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2012-0070 amends code to eliminate the requirement for the Annual Technology Report. There are also a few technical amendments to this section of the code suggested by the Code Reviser.
BACKGROUND

King County Code section 2.16.0757 requires the King County Department of Information Technology (KCIT) to “Produce an annual technology report. The annual technology report shall be transmitted to Council no later than June 30 of each year.”
There are no requirements as to the content of the report. In the past, this report has been used to highlight technology accomplishments. 

There are two other technology reports required by Council, including the Annual Technology Business Plan and King County Strategic Technology Plan. These reports have specific reporting requirements and provide important oversight and planning information to the Council.
ANALYSIS

Eliminating the requirement for an Annual Technology Plan will not impact legislative oversight for technology because information is provided in other technology reports. In addition, the Council can expect additional sources for technology information soon. For example, the 2013-2014 Budget included a proviso requiring KCIT to develop a centralized on-line location for project data. In addition, KCIT is completing a “real-time” portfolio management system to help track projects. Eliminating the requirement to complete the Annual Technology Plan will also allow staff resources to be dedicated to these other, important reporting tools.
