Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed is a motion authorizing the King County Executive to enter into a first amendment to an interlocal agreement with the City of Newcastle regarding improvements to Coal Creek Parkway, Phases II and III.  The amendment modifies the interlocal agreement between the City and the County titled, “Interlocal Agreement between the City of Newcastle and King County for the Design and Construction of Coal Creek Parkway Improvements – Phase I,” which was executed on November 7, 2000.
