Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

I am pleased to transmit to the Council an ordinance authorizing me to enter into an interlocal agreement with the Si View Metropolitan Park District regarding the short-term operation of the Si View Pool.  I believe this agreement is in the best interests of King County pool users and taxpayers.  

The District assumed ownership of Si View Pool, which is wholly within its District boundaries, on May 21, 2003.  The District has a strong desire to re-open the Pool to the public, but as a newly formed entity, is still in the start-up process.  County Park staff is available and have the expertise to operate the pool on behalf of the District.   

Pursuant to the terms of the agreement, the District will fully reimburse the County for the operation and maintenance of the pool for the period of June 2, 2003 through December 31, 2003.
