A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Edith Nelson, who resides in Council district one, to the King County Regional Human Services Levy Oversight Board.
Summary:
The Executive has appointed Edith Nelson to a three year on the King County Women’s Regional Human Services Levy Oversight Board, expiring December 31, 2009.

Ms. Nelson is a resident of Council district one.  She is a graduate of Western Washington University where she received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Education.  Ms. Nelson is currently retired with experience as a Social Worker Supervisor, Children’s Services Research Program Manager, Indian Child Welfare Social Worker, and an Elementary School Teacher.  She is presently on the Shoreline Community College Board of Trustees and in the past, has served on the King County Children and Family Commission, King County Women’s Advisory Board and on the City of Shoreline Human Services Allocations Committee.

Ordinance 15279 and 15406 established the King County Regional Human Services Levy Oversight Board.  These ordinances stipulate that this board shall consist of 9 council nominated positions, with each councilmember nominating one person to represent their district on the board, as well as three Executive persons nominated in at-large positions, who must either be poor or represent an organization that work on behalf of the poor.  This board was established to monitor levy proceeds designated for low-income people in need of human services to assure expenditures are in accordance with the adopted service improvement plan.
