Dear Councilmember Gossett:
This letter transmits an ordinance that will enable King County to provide equestrian recreation opportunities to the public for the next 30 years.  
This ordinance authorizes a 30-year use agreement with the Hollywood Hills Saddle Club (HHSC), a Washington non-profit organization, for an equestrian facility located at the Woodinville Pit Park Site (Site). HHSC has been dedicated to promoting and supporting equestrian recreation for King County residents. HHSC has historically provided the operational upkeep and maintenance of the Site as an equestrian facility and this use agreement will formalize that partnership at no additional cost to King County.
As part of the proposed use agreement, the Parks and Recreation Division of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks and the King County Department of Transportation (KCDOT) entered into an agreement for a recreational trail easement over KCDOT property adjoining the Site for equestrian trail use. 
This use agreement supports the King County Strategic Plan goals by preserving the unique character of our rural communities and equestrian recreation opportunities for the general public.  Equestrian facilities are identified as a regional or rural recreation need in King County. This partnership also achieves the goal of fiscal responsibility by leveraging community resources for the construction and maintenance of this public site. This community-driven project empowers the local community to play an active role in shaping its future recreational options in rural areas of Woodinville at no additional cost to the public.
Thank you for your consideration of this proposed ordinance. This important legislation will provide King County residents with access to equestrian recreation.
