SUBJECT

An ordinance approving the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District 2018 Water Comprehensive Plan Revised October 2019.

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2020-0042 would approve the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District 2018 Water Comprehensive Plan Revised October 2019 (Plan), meeting the requirement for water systems planning under the requirements of state law and administrative code.

BACKGROUND 

The Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District water system service area is on the Sammamish Plateau and the eastern portion of Union Hill east of 244th Ave.  The service area includes the majority of the City of Sammamish and the northern part of the City of Issaquah.  The service area is 29.3 square miles; it is bounded by Lake Sammamish on the west, the Snoqualmie Valley on the east, NE 90th St. on the north, and I-90 on the south.  The system currently serves a population of approximately 62,400 residents, almost all in single and multi-family residences.  

King County Utility Comprehensive Plan Criteria

King County Code Chapter 13.24 requires the Utilities Technical Review Committee (UTRC) to review and make recommendations to the Executive and County Council on the adequacy of all water and sewer comprehensive plans and related matters, and to determine whether the plan:

· is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan;
· is consistent with local comprehensive plans;
· reflects current supply and demand;
· forecasts future supply and demand; 
· provides a capital plan for obtaining, using, storing and conveying water and sewage; and 
· provides sufficient information to demonstrate the utility district’s ability to provide service consistent with all applicable laws and regulations.

In addition to satisfying the requirement of KCC Chapter 13.24, the County's approval also provides state regulatory agencies with the determination required under RCW 43.20.260 that the Plan is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan and implementing development regulations.

Additionally, King County has adopted a Comprehensive Plan that includes policies that address water policies for facilities and services, calling for consistency with other adopted plans, pursuit of reclaimed water, water conservation, and protection of water resources.

UTRC ANALYSIS OF THE SAMMAMISH PLATEAU WATER AND SEWER DISTRICT COMPREHENSIVE WATER SYSTEM PLAN

The UTRC finalized its review of the Plan in November 2019 (see Attachment 4 to this staff report for a more detailed description of the UTRC review). The UTRC recommended Plan approval. 

Service Area: The system’s retail service area covers approximately 29.3 square miles in two zones—the Plateau Zone south of the Redmond-Fall City Road, bounded by Lake Sammamish on the west and the Snoqualmie Valley on the East; and the Cascade View Zone, north of the Plateau Zone, located mostly on the eastern portion of Union Hill.  The future service area is relatively small and generally runs along the eastern part of the service area.

Supply: The water system relies on ground water wells as the primary water source currently, and anticipates continued reliance on these wells. The system includes a total of 12 wells, eight storage tanks, and more than 295 miles of transmission and distribution pipelines.   These sources are supplemented by water obtained through two connections to the Cascade Water Alliance regional supply.

Growth: Customers within the District’s service area consume approximately 4.68 million gallons of water per day (mgd) on an annual average basis; average day water demand is projected to reach 6.1 mgd by 2037. The UTRC determined that the Plan demonstrates that sufficient water supply for growth is available. 

System Improvements: The Plan contains a ten-year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) with costs estimated at $56.8 million.  The District identified three funding sources for the proposed improvements:  developer extensions, rates, and general facility charges.  
 
SEPA: The District completed a State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) checklist for the Plan and, as lead agency, issued a determination of nonsignificance for the adoption of the Plan on February 19, 2018. There were no appeals.
