Property Information
On July 17, 2012 the county declared a 5.35-acre portion of the Auburn Park and Ride surplus to the needs of the county. After the declaration of surplus was issued, the city of Auburn acquired approximately 3.81 acres via a boundary line adjustment. This was approved by King County Ordinance 17439[footnoteRef:2]. The city now wishes to acquire a 1.58-acre portion of the remaining surplus Auburn Park and Ride to facilitate operations at the City Airport. The county will retain an easement to operate and maintain a storm water facility and will acquire a temporary construction easement to maintain lighting, irrigation and drainage improvements for the benefit of the remaining public transit facility. 

Context

Rationale for transaction:	The Auburn Park and Ride has been underutilized and sale of the 1.58 portion to the city of Auburn will relieve King County Metro Transit of maintenance and liability responsibilities while providing one-time funds to use for other Federal Transit Administration eligible projects.

Policy considerations	:	While it is King County policy to own facilities it needs for operations purposes as opposed to renting them, given current and future anticipated operations, this 1.58 acre portion is no longer needed to support King County Metro or other King County operations and holding on to the parcel results in additional liability as well as opportunity costs. 

Political considerations: 	Approval of the sale will allow the city of Auburn to establish compliance with runway clearance zones, contributing to a safer, more functional airport.

Community considerations
or partnerships:		There are no known Community or Neighborhood considerations.

Fiscal considerations:		The sale will provide one-time funds to King County Metro Transit to be used for eligible FTA projects.

Other considerations:		The county will retain an appurtenant easement to maintain and operate the storm water facility in the southwest portion of the parcel. The city will grant King County a Temporary Construction Easement to maintain lighting, irrigation and drainage improvements in support of the operation of the Auburn Park and Ride.

CIP/operational impacts:	There are no known impacts to the operations of the existing Transit Facility.

Change in property use:	The use will not change.

SEPA Review Required yes/no:	SEPA review is not required.

King County Strategic Plan impact:		The proposed sale furthers the King County Strategic Plan guiding principle of financial sustainability by relieving the County of assessments and liability associated with this unused portion of the parcel and providing one-time funds to be utilized for another FTA funded project. Approval of the sale also furthers the guiding principle of regional cooperation by supporting the city of Auburn’s efforts to establish compliance with runway clearance zones.

Equity and Social Justice impact:	In accordance with Real Property Asset Management Plan (RAMP) Strategy policy, the Facilities Management Division and King County Metro Transit reviewed this legislation for Equity and Social Justice (ESJ) impacts. This location is in an industrial area south of the Auburn City Airport and east of Orion Industries.[footnoteRef:3] Ordinance 17349 authorized the sale of a portion of county property to the City of Auburn with the intention of providing a new facility for Orion Industries. The facility was completed in 2014.[footnoteRef:4] Orion industries is a 501c3 corporation that provides aerospace jobs and training to people with disabilities. The County’s retention of the storm water facility easement will continue to serve the Orion parcel as well as the remaining Park and Ride Facility.  [3:  https://orionworks.org/
