•	A six-week public comment period from August 29 to October 13, 2019.
•	Development of a project website, which included the draft legislation, information about the proposals, and various methods for public comment.
•	Four public forums were held, two in White Center and two on Vashon, with an opportunity for the public to review the proposal and provide comments.
•	A Facebook live event for the White Center community was held in September 2019.
•	Individual outreach to stakeholder groups in both communities.
•	King County social media messaging.
•	Outreach to the Vashon media outlets.
