STAFF REPORT
SUBJECT:  Due Dates for Transit Budget Proviso Responses
SUMMARY: The executive is requesting a one month extension of the transmittal deadlines for two reports called for in provisos attached to the Transit Budget Supplemental legislation adopted in November 2008. 
BACKGROUND: Ordinance 16310, adopted on November 24, 2008, made a number of mid-biennium adjustments to the 2008/2009 Transit Budget and CIP, including the addition of several provisos related to transit policy matters. Proviso P3 called for a report and policy recommendations on student fares and passes and other categories of discounted fares. Proviso P4 called for an evaluation of the use of ride-free areas in King County. The provisos required copies of the responses to be sent to the lead staff of the Regional Transit Committee and established transmittal dates, January 29th for Proviso P3 and February 28th for Proviso P4, timed to coincide with possible RTC consideration of fare policies and an update of the Transit Comprehensive Plan. While the RTC’s 2009 Work Program has not yet been finalized, the likely first quarter committee meeting agendas suggest that the requested transmittal delays could be accommodated with no effect on the overall committee work program. The Transit Division is requesting the extensions in order to provide more thorough analysis of these policy areas and that would ultimately benefit the RTC’s deliberations. 
REASONABLENESS

Passage of Proposed Ordinance 2009-0078 would constitute a reasonable business decision.
