SUBJECT

A briefing on a vaccination reporting proposal by Regional Animal Services of King County (RASKC). 

SUMMARY

Regional Animal Services of King County (RASKC) provides animal shelter, field and licensing services in unincorporated King County and to 25 contract cities via an inter-local agreement (ILA).  The County's general fund provides about $1.8 million of subsidy to the regional animal services program annually, or about a quarter of the program's $6.5 million cost.  It is a goal of the County and RASKC to increase revenues, thereby improving program sustainability and decreasing reliance on the general fund.  

RASKC is in the process of developing a revenue-generating proposal that would require vaccination reporting by veterinary clinics to RASKC.  Because vaccination rates are higher than pet licensing rates, it would provide RASKC with a new source for identifying unlicensed pets, thereby increasing licensing revenue potential.

RASKC staff have prepared a presentation describing the vaccination reporting proposal and a proposed timeline for Council consideration.  The PowerPoint for this presentation is attached as Attachment 1 to this staff report.
