
Revised Addendum A

Recommendation for JJOMP Proviso Funds

In light of King County’s financial crisis, spending $260,000 of the proviso funds is recommended at this time.  These funds would support four priorities of the JJOMP Oversight Committee.  These priorities are one-time investments that support reducing the detention population, provide bridge funding for two promising programs, and fund one-time training in research-based practices.  Executive budget staff will work with affected agencies to consider the tradeoffs in 2003 to fund the other options recommended by the JJOMP Oversight Committee.

	Reform of system practices to reduce detention and disproportionality
	$75,000
	· Reduce use of detention

· Reduce disproportionality
	One-time funds are needed for development, implementation, and evaluation of “best practices” for determining detention placements, reducing warrants, expediting case processing, and structuring sanctions for probation violations. 

	Bridge funds for Juvenile Drug Court
	$25,000
	· Test impact of Drug Court on recidivism
	Juvenile Drug Court has credible leads on securing stable, non-county funds in 2003.  The proviso funds would cover four - six months of operations.  An evaluation is due the end of 2002.

	Bridge funds for New Start program (Prevention Team recommendation)
	$100,000
	· Test impact of New Start on recidivism
	Federal funds end 5/31/02 which will close the door for many high-risk youth in the areas of White Center, Highline, Burien, & West Seattle.  Many of these youth are from unincorporated areas, a priority for King County human service funds.  An evaluation of offenders will be completed in 5/2002.

	One-time technical assistance to community providers to implement research-based practices
	$60,000
	· Reduce recidivism

· Reduce local/state CJ costs


	Community providers would receive one-time funds to implement proven programs or other research-based practices.  Funds cover training and related one-time costs for implementation (including evaluation design).  This amount would assist two groups of providers.  One group would target high-risk areas in south King County.  The second would focus on youth of color from high-risk areas in central and south Seattle.
