SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE authorizing the sale of three parcels of surplus county-owned real property located in council district 12.

SUMMARY:

The executive is requesting authorization to sell three parcels of surplus county-owned real property located in council district 12.   Under K.C.C. 4.56.080, council approval is required prior to the sale of surplus real property valued in excess of ten thousand dollars.   Proceeds of the sales would be returned to the funds that originally funded purchase of the properties.   A summary of the three surplus properties may be found in Attachment 1.
In June 1996, the county council adopted Ordinance 12394 amending sections of K.C.C. 4.56 regarding the sale of county property.  In particular, the ordinance required that if a surplus property is not needed for the provision of essential government services, the property will be analyzed to determine if it is suitable for affordable housing (defined as being within the urban growth area, zoned residential and in an area appropriate for housing development).  If it is deemed suitable for housing the county shall first attempt to make it available or use it for affordable housing.   
The executive stated that all three parcels are not needed by any county department or governmental agency, including the parks division.   The executive also stated that all three properties are not suitable for affordable housing.  The property located in Maple Valley is located outside the urban growth boundary and, therefore, does not meet the criteria for affordable housing.  The two Issaquah properties are within the urban growth area, but do not have sewer access and are, therefore, not appropriate for affordable housing construction.  The current houses on each property are too expensive to qualify for affordable housing.  
Two parcels of property are located in Issaquah and were purchased by the roads division as part of the north spar link road project.   Both properties have one single family home on each property.  The appraised value of the properties is $220,000 and $550,000, respectively.   The executive contacted a few non-profits regarding the first property valued at $220,000 and no non-profit was interested in the property.   The executive did not contact non-profit agencies regarding the $550,000 house because of the high cost of the house.   Proceeds of the sales would return to the north spar road project that has not been completed.  Details of the two parcels of properties may be found in Attachments 4 and 5.
The third property is located in Maple Valley and was purchased with roads services division funds as part of the Taylor Creek restoration project.   This project is a joint project between the roads services division and the water and land resources division with funds being provided by both departments for property acquisition.  Sale proceeds would return to the ongoing Taylor Creek restoration project.  The appraised value of the property is $210,000.   One single family home is on the property; the parcel is zoned rural residential.  Since this property is outside the urban growth area boundary, this property is not suitable for affordable housing.    Details of this parcel of property may be found in Attachment 6.
