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COMMITTEE ACTION

On September 14, the Environment and Transportation Committee recommended the approval of Proposed Motions 2010-0467, 2010-0468, 2010-0469, 2010-0470, 2010-0473, 2010-0474, and 2010-0475, with “do pass as amended” recommendations.
SUBJECT

Confirmation of appointments to the Parks Citizen Oversight Board.
COUNCIL PRIORITIES
These proposed motions further the Council’s Environmental Sustainability Priority by providing support for parks, open space and regional trails. 

BACKGROUND

PARKS CITIZEN OVERSIGHT BOARD

In 2007, the voters of King County approved Proposition 1, which provided for property tax levy revenues for continued and increased maintenance, operations, and disabled accessibility at King County's rural and regional parks.  The voters also approved Proposition 2, providing funding for expanding city and county parks and recreation opportunities through the acquisition of open space and trails, and for programs and capital improvements at the  Woodland Park Zoo.  Both measures contained language requiring the establishment of a Parks Citizen Oversight Board, to review the expenditure of levy proceeds and make policy recommendations to the County Executive and County Council regarding expenditures of levy revenues.  The Executive is to appoint members to the Boards, based on nominations by councilmembers, by district. The appointments are to be confirmed by the Council.  
The two levy measures each provide that, should they both pass, the Council could nominate and confirm the same members to both boards, or could combine the functions of the boards.  Each board is to consist of nine members.  One additional person is to be designated by the Council Chair to participate in board discussions, but will not vote nor be a member.  Each councilmember is to nominate a candidate from the councilmember’s district.  Board members are to be confirmed by the Council.  Members are to be residents of King County.  The Board is to review and make a written report to the County Executive and County Council on the expenditure of levy proceeds, and any policy recommendations regarding levy proceeds.  
The Executive received seven nominations to the Parks Citizen Oversight Board from councilmembers.  The Executive forwarded legislation appointing the nominees, for confirmation by the Council.  However, the proposed motions provide for appointments through December 31, 2014, while Propositions 1 and 2 provide for board expiration on June 30, 2014.  Also, the proposed motions refer to the “Parks Levy Oversight Board”, while Propositions 1 and 2 refer to the “Parks Citizen Oversight Board”.  
The Committee could make these technical corrections by oral amendment..
By a separate measure on the Committee's consent agenda is a proposed ordinance   creating of a single Parks Citizen Oversight Board, consistent with the intent of Propositions 1 and 2 of 2007.

Parks Citizen Oversight Board Candidates
2010-0469 Justin VanderPol, representing District 2  Mr. VanderPol is a resident of Seattle, and works at Talus Development LLC.  Mr. VanderPol serves on the Mountains to Sound Greenway backcountry recreation working group, and is a board member of the Evergreen Mountain Bike Alliance.  He is a former Cascade Land Conservancy King County Trustee.  He is a graduate of King High School and Linfield College, and holds a real estate license.  

2010-0473 Dariel Norris, representing District 3  Mr. Norris, a resident of Preston, is owner of DN Traffic Consultants.  He has been a member of the Preston Community Club since 1982, and Secretary of the Club since 2000.  He served on the previous Parks Levy Oversight Board in 2008 and 2009.  Mr. Norris is a graduate of Ballard High School and the University of Washington School of Nursing.  

2010-0467 Wayne Jensen, representing District 5  Mr. Jensen is a resident of Renton, and works as a substitute teacher.  He is president of the Kent Youth Soccer Association, and is active in Parks Development projects. He holds a license as a Washington Residency Teacher, and a Texas Provisional teaching license.  He previously served as the National Investigations Director for Nordstrom, as an elementary teacher in Oregon and Texas, and as a Sears employee.  He spent four years with the U.S. Army.  Mr. Jensen is a graduate of the University of Portland. 

2010-0470  Jeffrey Pyatt, representing District 6.  Mr. Pyatt is a resident of Bellevue, and is president of Pyatt Lending Co., in Bellevue.  He has been active in the Robbinswood Sports Field conversion project, and has served as president and director of Eastside FC, a soccer club.  He is a member of the Marymoor Velodrome Association, and describes himself as an avid outdoorsman.  He is a graduate of the University of Denver.
2010-0474  Stephen Freeborn, representing District 7  Mr. Freeborn, a resident of Federal Way, is an attorney and the owner of Freeborn Law Offices P.S., in Federal Way.  He has been employed with a number of law firms and with the State Attorney General’s Office.  He serves as Judge Pro-Tem in several district and municipal courts, and has held teaching positions in law-related fields.  He is a member of the Washington State Bar Association, the Washington State Trial Lawyers Association, and Washington Association of Criminal Defense Attorneys.  He’s a competitive swimmer, and Board President of the Ashley House, a transitional home for medically fragile children.  He’s a team leader of the Washington National Marriage Encounter, and president of Marine Hills Swim and Tennis Club.  He has served on the previous Parks Levy Oversight Board for several years.  He received his law degree from the University of Puget Sound and his undergraduate degree at St. Lawrence University, majoring in biology and chemistry.
2010-0468  Anne Martin, representing District 8  Ms. Martin, a resident of Seattle, is a member of the Bridging the Gap Citizen Oversight Committee for the City of Seattle, and the Expert Review Panel for King County Transportation Concurrency.  She has served as a Democratic Precinct Officer, as a Committeewoman for the Democratic Central Committee, as chair of the Oil Smart Campaign, on the Washington State Ridesharing Organization, the King County Charitable Campaign Committee, the High Point Elementary PTA, and the King County Policy Development Commission.  She was an environmental planner for King County’s Building and Land Division, and a code specialist for Seattle’s Department of Construction and Land Use.  She served in various positions in Seattle’s Department of Community Development, and was a Transportation Planning Technician for the Spokane Regional Planning Conference.  She served on the previous Parks Levy Oversight Board, and has participated in briefing the Executive and the County Council on the Board’s recommendations.  She is a graduate of Port Angeles High School and Washington State University. 
2010-0475  joan burlingame, representing District 9  Ms. burlingame is a resident of Ravensdale, and works as a Code Enforcement Officer.  Ms. burlingame has served on the WRIA 8 Salmon Recovery Council since the late 1990s, and on the Cedar River Council since the mid-1990s.  She has written and edited college textbooks in recreation therapy, health care management, and general recreation, and lectured on recreation, therapy and management.  She has written grants for the purchase of open space and park lands.  She is a graduate of the University of Colorado at Boulder.
AMENDMENTS:

The Committee amended Proposed Motions 2010-0467, 2010-0468, 2010-0469, 2010-0470, 2010-0473, 2010-0474, and 2010-0475 to refer to an expiration date for the appointment terms of June 30, 2014, rather than December 31, 2014, and to refer to the “Parks Citizen Oversight Board”, rather than the “Parks Levy Oversight Board”.
