	Transportation


	Secure the following in the Transportation Appropriations bill:
Small Starts Request:

$20.2 million for the Bellevue-Redmond RapidRide Project
Airport Improvement Program :
$15.97 million for the KCIA Taxiway Bravo Project;
Bus and Bus Facilities Account:

$5 million for hybrid bus fleet expansion, funds to be used to pay for cost differential over diesel buses (approximately $200k per bus);

Surface Transportation Program:

1. $5 million for the South Park Bridge Replacement Project;

2. $4 million for the Novelty Hill Road Improvement Project;
3. $400,000 for the Regional Traffic Operations Program

Ferry Boat Program:
$2 million for the Vashon Island Passenger Only Ferry; and
Transportation and Community System Preservation Program: 

1. $1.9 million for the 98th Street Trail Connector Project in White Center.
2. $1 million for East Lake Sammamish Trail Master Plan Construction.

	Salmon Recovery


	Secure the following in the Energy and Water Appropriations bill: 

1. $6.5 million for the Duwamish/Green Ecosystem Restoration Program;
2. $5.0 million for the Puget Sound Nearshore Ecosystem Restoration Project
Support $90 million in Department of Commerce Appropriations for the Pacific Coastal Salmon Recovery Program, which is critical to habitat recovery projects in King County.
Secure $500,000 in the Agriculture Appropriations bill to design, implement and maintain a series of on-the-ground restoration projects on private agricultural lands for salmon habitat restoration in the Snoqualmie Watershed through the USDA’s Natural Resources Conservation Service, Wildlife Habitat Incentives Program.

	Homeland Security/Emergency Management
	Secure the following in the Homeland Security Appropriations bill:

1. $500,000 to complete flood studies and to support DFIRMs appeals and publication of revised Green and White River maps;
2. $5 million for floodplain buyouts and home elevations to reduce flood risks for the residential area of North Bend; and   
3. $1.5 million for the acquisition and installation of Chemical, Biological, and HazMat detection system, in the Downtown Seattle Transit Tunnel.

	Reclaimed Water
	Secure $1.5 million in the Interior and Environment Appropriations bill under EPA’s State and Tribal Assistance Grant (STAG) program for construction of reclaimed water distribution facilities for agricultural irrigation in the Sammamish Valley.

	Public Safety Technology Project
	Secure $1.5 million in the Commerce, Justice, Science Appropriations bill for upgrades to GPS-based laptops, in-car video and mobile interoperability for critical incident response.

	Health Care Reform
	Secure $350,000 in the Department of Health and Human Service’s Center for Medicare & Medicaid Services Appropriations for the Puget Sound Health Alliance for the development of a health information database to measure and share quality of care information across employers and health plans in the Puget Sound region.

	Housing and Community Development Funds


	Secure the following in Housing and Urban Development Appropriations:

$1.9 million for relocation costs for low income floodplain residents at high risk of flooding (40-50 trailers @ Cedar Grove Mobile Home Park)

	Energy Efficiency
	Secure $750,000 in Energy and Water Appropriations in the Department of Energy  - Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy Account for the Issaquah Highlands Zero Energy Affordable Housing Project.
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
