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SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the executive’s appointment of Joan Enticknap, who resides in council district four, to the King County washington state major league baseball stadium public facilities district.

SUMMARY:  Proposed Motion 2004-0055 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Joan Enticknap to the Washington State Major League Baseball Stadium Facilities District Board for a term of four years expiring on December 1, 2007.  Ms. Enticknap is currently President and Chief Operating Office of HomeStreet Bank.
BACKGROUND:  In 1995, the Washington State Major League Baseball Stadium Facilities District was created as outlined in K.C.C. 2.38 pursuant to RCW 36.100 to construct and operate a major league baseball stadium in King County.  The boundaries of the district are coterminous with the county.

The Washington State Major League Baseball Facilities District is a municipal corporation with independent taxing authority.  It is governed by a seven member board.  Three members of the board are appointed by the Governor and four members are appointed by the Executive with confirmation by the council.  No executive appointee shall exercise any of the powers of office until confirmed by the council.
