SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2019-0182 would confirm the executive's appointment of Carol Nelson, who works in Council District four, to the Washington State Major League Baseball Stadium Public Facilities District. Ms. Nelson would serve the remainder of a four-year term expiring December 31, 2021.

BACKGROUND 

The Washington State Major League Baseball Stadium Public Facilities District (PFD) is a municipal corporation responsible for the siting, design, construction, and operation of T-Mobile Park (formerly known as Safeco Field).[footnoteRef:1] The PFD is governed by a seven-member board. Pursuant to RCW 36.100.020, four members are appointed by the County Executive and confirmed by the Council, and three members are appointed by the Governor. [1:  Ordinance 12000, October 1995.] 


Legal authority for the PFD was established by both the state and county:

· State authority: On October 14, 1995, the Washington State Legislature in special session authorized the creation of a Public Facilities District upon approval by a county’s legislative authority. (RCW 36.100)

· County authority: On October 23, 1995, the King County Council approved a funding package for a new major league baseball park and the creation of a Public Facilities District coextensive with the county’s boundaries. (KCC 2.38)  This funding authority was recently amended with a new agreement for the period of January 2019 through December 31, 2043.[footnoteRef:2]  [2:  Ordinance 18788, September 2018.] 




APPOINTEE INFORMATION

According to Ms. Nelson’s application materials, she is currently an executive with Key Bank as Pacific Region Executive and Market President, managing Key Bank throughout the Pacific Northwest and notes that she is accountable for a $3 Billion Wealth Management/Private Banking business and Middle Market sales teams with $3 Billion in loans across Washington, Oregon and Alaska. Ms. Nelson is a member of the KeyBank Executive Council as well as Director and Trustee for the National KeyBank Foundation.  Previously, Ms. Nelson served as CEO and President of Cascade Financial Corporation and Cascade Bank.  Ms. Nelson reports that she has also held leadership positions at Opus Bank, the Washington State Department of Revenue, and Bank of America. The application materials note that Ms. Nelson has experience serving on numerous boards of large non-profit organizations and currently chairs the CEO search committee for United Way of King County, one of the largest United Way chapters in the country. 

Ms. Nelson holds Master of Business Administration and Bachelor of Arts degrees with honors that she received from Seattle University. She also earned a Certificate from the Harvard Kennedy School of Government--Executives in State and Local Government in 2014. Additionally, Ms. Nelson reports that she has earned credentials as a NACO Board Leadership Fellow in 2012.

ANALYSIS

As noted above, the PFD is governed by a seven-member board with four members who are appointed by the County Executive and confirmed by the Council, and three members are appointed by the Governor.  Carol Nelson was appointed by the Executive to fill Board Position No. 2, serving a term expiring December 31, 2021.
