NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington on the 28th day of October, 2002 at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance No. 2002-0125 relating to sewer and water system regulation.
SUMMARY


Proposed Ordinance 2002-0125 would repeal Chapters 13.04, 13.08, 13.12., 13.15 and 13.20 relating to local sewer collection systems.  The county does not have any local sewer collection systems and these code sections are no longer necessary.  Additional changes are made to K.C.C. 8.60 and 20.20, which regulate disclosures required when selling real estate and reports required when applying for land use permits.  The changes reflect that on-site sewer systems are regulated by the department of health and that percolation tests are no longer the common test for determining the suitability or space requirements for on-site sewer systems.
