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SUBJECT:  An ordinance relating to providing retired passenger vans for exclusive use by non-profit organizations or local governments, and amending Ordinance 12045, Section 10, and King County Code chapter 4.56.100.
SUMMARY: Proposed Ordinance 2006-0278 is a council initiative that formally establishes the process for donating retired passenger vans to non-profit agencies and local governments and amends the surplus property section of the county code to reflect this process.  Previously, the retired passenger van distribution process was established through annual budget provisos.  
This proposed ordinance does not specify which agencies will receive a van in 2006 or in future years.  The council will continue to approve and determine the distribution of retired passenger vans to specific agencies through a motion.  That process will take place later this year and continue each year after.  Rather, the proposed ordinance outlines the purpose of the retired passenger van program, describes the process for distributing the vans, and outlines several criteria regarding how the vans shall be allocated to nonprofit organizations and local governments.  
The proposed ordinance has been reviewed by the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office (PAO) and the county’s Risk Management Division.  Based on this review, a striking amendment (Attachment 1) has been prepared for the Committee’s consideration that reflects the input from these parties.  A title amendment (Attachment 2) has also been prepared to reflect the striking amendment.  

BACKGROUND: The County Council began donating vans, through a budget proviso, to non-profit organizations in 1995 for the purposes of transportation of low-income clients.  In subsequent years, the Council has expanded the language of the provisos to include donations to non-profit organizations and local governments for the purpose of serving elderly, people with disabilities, and youth transportation needs.

There are two vanpool fleet categories: active and retired fleet.  The active fleet includes vans that are currently assigned to existing vanpool groups, service loaners, and vans that are reserved for new vanpool groups.  The retired vanpool fleet consists of vans that are at least 6 years old to be surplused and sold, vans that are leased and loaned, and vans reserved for donation to non-profit organizations and other government agencies per council motion.  

This year, it is expected that there will be twenty-seven retired passenger vans available for distribution.  As mentioned earlier, the Transportation Committee will need to approve a motion later this year that will include the list of agencies selected to receive vans in 2006.  
Proposed Striking Amendment
The proposed striking amendment (S1) includes revisions to the original ordinance as suggested by the county’s Risk Management Division and the PAO.  The striking amendment includes the following changes:

· Amends County Code chapter 4.56.100 relating to surplus property to include a new subsection related to the distribution of retired passenger vans instead of adding new language in County Code chapter 28.94 relating to public transportation.  This change was suggested by the PAO.
· New language to include specific criteria the council shall use when determining the eligibility of interested nonprofit organizations and local governments.  This change was suggested by the PAO.
· Revised language with regard to the condition of the vans at the time of distribution, warranties expressed or implied, and transfer of title.  These changes were suggested by Risk Management.
