SUBJECT

Proposed motions to confirm the appointments of the King County Board of Health's nonelected member candidate selections for three-year terms to expire December 31, 2026:
· Christopher Archiopoli, as a representative of community stakeholders;[footnoteRef:1] and [1:  Proposed Motion 2023-0409] 

· Francoise Milinganyo, as an alternate representative of community stakeholders.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  Proposed Motion 2023-0410] 


BACKGROUND 

King County Board of Health (KCBOH).  In accordance with state law, Ordinance 11178 designated the King County Council as the original KCBOH in 1993. In December 1995, Ordinance 12098 added four councilmembers from the City of Seattle, three electeds from suburban cities, and three health professionals to the twelve King County Councilmembers for a 22-member Board. Subsequent ordinances resulted in an 11-member Board consisting of three King County Councilmembers, three City of Seattle Councilmembers, two electeds selected by the Sound Cities Association, and three health professionals. In 2022, Ordinance 19418 restructured the Board in accordance with state law, and KCBOH Rule and Regulation BOH22-02 amended Board code to conform the new membership as well. The new composition of the Board replaces the three health professional positions with eight nonelected member positions, making the number of nonelected members on the KCBOH equal to elected members. These nonelected positions include a member selected by the American Indian Health Commission of Washington state (AIHC), and seven members selected by the KCBOH from the three categories of public health, health care facilities, and providers; consumers of public health; and other community stakeholders. Ordinance 19418 retains four alternate positions for elected members and creates four nonelected alternates, one of whom is designated by the AIHC.

The KCBOH sets county-wide public health policy, enacts local public health regulations, and carries out duties specified in RCW 70.05.060 including enforcing state public health statutes, preventing and controlling the spread of infectious disease, abating nuisances, and establishing fees for licenses, permits and other services. The Board Code includes but is not limited to, requirements pertaining to food service, pesticides, the handling of solid waste and hazardous materials, on-site sewage, tobacco products, and swimming pools. The interlocal agreement between King County and City of Seattle regarding Public Health—Seattle & King County (PHSKC) reinforces that the Board provides policy influence over PHSKC pursuant to RCW 70.05 and has supervision over matters pertaining to the preservation of the life and health of the people within its jurisdiction.

KCBOH Vacancies and Recruitment.  Two positions representing Community Stakeholders (one regular, one alternate) are vacant. Public Health staff released applications for these positions in July 2023 and closed recruitment in August. Public Health staff distributed notices of the vacancies through the department's email distribution list of Public Health staff and Board of Health membership as well as through the department's social media accounts on Twitter, Facebook, and Instagram, and the PHSKC Blog[footnoteRef:3]. Applications were made available in English and Spanish and other languages upon request. The Board received 14 applications, 10 of which met the criteria for the open positions. Four candidates were interviewed by a subcommittee of the Board. Candidates Christopher Archiopoli and Francoise Milinganyo were moved forward by resolution at the October 19, 2023, meeting as the Board's nonelected member candidate selections for the regular and alternate positions representing community stakeholders.[footnoteRef:4] Each candidate's term would be for three years to expire on December 31, 2026. APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Appointee Christopher Archiopoli. Proposed Motion 2023-0409 would confirm the appointment of Christopher Archiopoli, who resides in Council District Two, for a three-year term as a representative of community stakeholders. Mr. Archiopoli currently serves as the Director for Peer Seattle, and became a Peer Coach in 2018. According to his application materials, Mr. Archiopoli has a strong passion for advocating for the unheard and has lived experience navigating the public health system. 

Appointee Francoise Milinganyo. Proposed Motion 2023-0410 would confirm the appointment of Francoise Milinganyo, who resides in Council District Two, for a three-year term as an alternate representative of community stakeholders. Ms. Milinganyo currently serves as the Director of Human Resources and Operations of the Congolese Integration Network (CIN), and previously served as the Director of the CIN Health Board. According to her application materials, Ms. Milinganyo has extensive experience working with communities affected by multi-generational trauma and the health impacts of war.
