EFFECT: Restores use of Surface Water Management operating and capital funds for drainage projects in the Roads Services Division, and increases the appropriation for RSD operating budget by $3 million.  An expenditure restriction is added that this $3 million can only be used for surface water management purposes. This targets the $3 million in additional property tax revenue and cost savings from other projects to drainage purposes in the right-of-way.
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
