On page 17, after line 363, insert:
	"P8 PROVIDED FURTHER THAT:
	Of this appropriation, $100,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive transmits a report and a motion that acknowledges receipt of the report and the motion is passed by the council.  The motion should reference the subject matter, the proviso's ordinance, ordinance section and proviso number in both the title and body of the motion. 
	The report shall include, but not be limited to, a recommendation for reducing criminal justice agency budgets by at least $17,000,000 over the next ten years and a recommendation for how to allocate those budget savings to programs aimed at reducing the youth detention population and consistent with Zero Youth Detention Plan, Best Starts for Kids Implementation Plan and Youth Action Plan.  The report for reductions shall not include programs aimed at diversion or prevention. 
	The executive must file the report and motion required by this proviso by September 30, 2019, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the budget and fiscal management committee, or its successor, and the lead staff to the law and justice committee, or its successor."

EFFECT: requires the executive to develop a report and recommendation for reducing criminal justice agency budgets by $17 million over the next decade and reinvesting those savings in programs aimed at reducing the youth detention population. 
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
