SUBJECT 
An ordinance renaming White Center Park in honor of Steve Cox.
SUMMARY
Steve Cox was born in Seattle, Washington on April 29, 1960.  He grew up in the Shorewood neighborhood southwest of White Center and played basketball at Evergreen High School.  He continued his education at Central Washington University, where he received a bachelor's degree and went on to received a law degree from Willamette University in Salem, Oregon.
Mr. Cox began his law career as a Deputy Prosecuting Attorney for Franklin County and later took a position in the King County Prosecuting Attorney’s Office.  Shortly thereafter, he left his career as an attorney to pursue his lifelong dream to become a police officer with the King County Sheriff’s Office (KCSO).  He worked as a KCSO Deputy for nine years, the last three in his community of White Center.  Steve Cox was well respected for his dedication to improving the community and served as President of the North Highline Unincorporated Area Council, was a neighborhood volunteer, and was instrumental in formulating the Weed and Seed program.
Deputy Steve Cox was killed in the line of duty on December 2, 2006 at the age of 46.  

The North Highline Unincorporated Area Council has recommended renaming King County’s White Center Park, located at SW 102nd and 15th Ave SW in honor of Steve Cox.  Proposed Ordinance 2007-0440 would rename White Center Park in honor of Steve Cox.
