((This charge)) The fee shall be collected by the oil companies or fuel distributor companies, or both, making the sale or delivery and reported in a form prescribed by and acceptable to the airport manager with remittance made to the airport on or before the twentieth of each month.  Airport late fees and penalties shall be assessed in the amount specified in K.C.C. 4A.700.860.B.  Failure to pay airport rates, charges, and fees ((or rents)) may, at the sole discretion of the airport manager, result in a loss of use of airport facilities and legal action to recover unpaid rates, charges, or fees.

The airfield and building access control system shall include a security badge and security key system, fingerprint processing, and mobile credentialing for employees, tenants, tenant employees, vendors, suppliers, and contractors ((and guests)).  Airport employees, tenants, and other personnel are required to obtain and display an airport issued photo identification badge while at the airport and in airport regulated buildings.  All security badges and security keys are the property of the airport and shall be returned to the airport operations and compliance office upon termination of leases, employment, or other activity.  The airport ((may)) shall impose an administrative fee as ((part of the annual county budget process for issuing airport badges. [bookmark: _Hlk213083071]EFFECT prepared by G. Paul: Would keep all proposed changes from Proposed Ordinance 2025-0307 Version 1 and include the following additional changes:
· Establish annual increases to the aircraft parking, landing, and fuel flowage fees based on the Seattle-Tacoma-Bellevue Area Consumer Price Index for Urban Consumers, CPI-U, as calculated by the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics for the twelve-month period ending in June. The Airport Manager would be responsible for calculating these annual increases and ensuring they are published on the Airport's website. These annual increases would go into effect on January 1 of the following year.
· Increase the proposed fuel flowage fees from 15 cents to 22 cents per gallon for Jet A and from 10 cents to 22 cents per gallon for AvGas 100LL for the period of June 10, 2026, to July 10, 2026. This one month period would coincide with the FIFA World Cup.
· Require the Executive to provide an annual report and any proposed ordinance for increasing the fuel flowage fees for JetA and AvGas type fuels up to the twenty-two cents per gallon rates recommended in the February 2025 fee study. The report should include recommendations for increasing the fees for the following year, the justification for those recommendations, the timeline and estimated future fees needed to implement the twenty-two cents per gallon rate by January 2031 or earlier, and feedback on the recommendations from the Airport Roundtable. The report should be delivered by September 1 annually until the recommended fuel flowage fees from the 2025 fee study are adopted.  
· Establish January 1, 2026, as the effective date for all sections of the ordinance except the section implementing the one month of increased fuel flowage fees from June 10, 2026, to July 10, 2026.
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
