A RESOLUTION concerning the regional policy committee 2017 work program and the veterans, seniors and human services 2017 transition plan.
		WHEREAS, the King County Charter establishes regional committees to develop, recommend and review regional policies and plans for consideration by the metropolitan King County council, one of which is the regional policy committee, and
	WHEREAS, the charter establishes the subject matter areas for the regional policy committee to be those countywide plans and policies included in the committee's work program, and
	WHEREAS, the charter and K.C.C. 1.24.065 establish timeframes for the legislative review process for these countywide plans and policies within the subject matter adopted by the regional policy committee, and
	WHEREAS, the veterans, seniors and human services renewal levy that is currently under consideration by the King County council and the regional policy committee may contain a transition plan that would be considered a countywide plan or policy and therefore require a mandatory referral to the regional policy committee, and
	WHEREAS, the veterans, seniors and human services renewal levy ordinance that is currently under consideration by the King County council and the regional policy committee may contain a transition plan that would govern levy expenditures in 2018, and
	WHEREAS, Resolution 2017-1 adopted on February 8, 2017, includes a regional policy committee workplan that identifies the veterans and human services levy renewal subject area and also specifies a service improvement plan that would govern expenditures from 2018 to 2023, and
	WHEREAS, regional policy committee members and members of the executive have expressed concern that a mandatory referral of a transition plan may result in a delay of the adoption of the transition plan and potentially endanger service continuity to veterans and other recipients of health and human services;
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the King County Regional Policy Committee:
	The regional policy committee 2017 work program adopted on February 8, 2017, through Resolution 2017-01 shall not include a transition plan that is transmitted to the King County council in accordance with the veterans, seniors and human services levy ordinance number 2017-0232.6
