SUBJECT:  an ordinance authorizing the condemnation of certain temporary access easements for the Mount Si Bridge 2440A, Right-of-Way No. 9-1998-018.

SUMMARY:  Proposed Ordinance 2002-0446 would authorize a temporary, 24-month easement onto two parcels of property near the Mount Si Bridge 2550A.
This bridge ranks high in the County’s Bridge Replacement Program because it is load-limited, seismically deficient, and functionally obsolete.  To evaluate alignment alternatives for the new bridge, the Road Services Division needs access to two parcels of private property to conduct topographical surveys; identify environmentally sensitive areas; survey potential wetland resource areas; conduct geotechnical soil borings and studies; and carry out other assessments needed to evaluate alignment alternatives for the bridge replacement.

Because discussions with the two property owners had not resulted in access agreements, the Executive asked the Council to approve Proposed Ordinance 2002-0446.  Last week, Committee staff notified both property owners that the Committee planned to take up the proposed ordinance on September 18.  On Monday, September 16, the two property owners agreed to grant the Road Services Division access to their property.  As a result, the Committee does not need to act on Proposed Ordinance 2002-0446.
