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SUBJECT

An ordinance authorizing execution of an amended and restated interlocal cooperative agreement for reimbursement of canine officer services with the Eastside Narcotics Task Force (ENTF).

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2010-0464 authorizes the Executive to sign an interlocal agreement (ILA) to provide and be reimbursed for canine officer services associated with the ENTF.  

COUNCIL PRIORITIES

Proposed Ordinance 2010-0464 authorizes the execution of an ILA between King County and a regional task force to provide reimbursable services.  This proposed ordinance advances the Local and Regional Cooperation council priority. 

BACKGROUND

On August 23, 2010 King County Council adopted Ordinance 2010-0368 authorizing the executive to sign the amended and restated ILA for King County's participation in the ENTF. 

The ENTF is a regional law enforcement task force acting under interlocal cooperation and mutual aid agreements as provided for in RCW 39.34 and 10.93.  This cooperative entity has been in effect since 1981 addressing drug crimes in King County.  Since 2007, the KCSO has relied on the ENTF for the provision of local, drug-related investigation services to the King County unincorporated areas and to the cities acquiring contracted law enforcement services from the county.  



Objectives: The ENTF has six stated objectives:

1. Make drug dealing on the eastside less profitable;
2. Reduce the number of mid/upper level drug dealers and disrupt Drug Trafficking Organizations (DTO’s) in the communities on the eastside;
3. Enhance law enforcement’s ability to address the effect of drug dealing on the communities and their law enforcement agencies by transferring the proceeds to authorized activities;
4. Enhance drug enforcement at all levels of government by sharing resources, information, and investigation, and prosecution efforts;
5. Efficiently attack the criminal activities of drug dealing and DTO’s which recognize no jurisdictional barrier or limitations; and
6. Ensure that prosecution of those arrested and charged with drug offenses results in the greatest penalties available from the criminal justice system.

As noted in the staff report for Ordinance 2010-0368, one of the activities associated with the ENTF has been King County's provision of canine officer services as a reimbursable service.

ANALYSIS

The proposed agreement provides for specific canine officer duties that the King County Sheriff's Office (KCSO) has historically provided to the ENTF.  Provision of these services also provides the KCSO with direct access to a canine officer providing mutual aid to KCSO investigations when not conducting specific ENTF operations.

The ENTF, as part of this agreement, provides a vehicle for transportation of the canine officer team.  King County assumes the vehicle maintenance and operation expenses, which are funded through KCSO asset forfeiture funds.

The proposed agreement is subject to the liability and indemnity sections of the overarching ENTF participation ILA authorized through Ordinance 2010-0368.  Appropriation authority for the revenue, expense and 1.0 FTE is contained within the supplemental budget (Proposed Ordinance 2010-0425) currently in the Council's Budget and Fiscal Management committee. Overall, Proposed Ordinance 2010-0464 has no supplemental cost impact on the KCSO or King County General fund budgets.  

Approval of Proposed Ordinance 2010-0464 would constitute a reasonable business decision.
