SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of The Honorable Ava Frisinger, Mayor, City of Issaquah, who resides in Council District Three, to the Seattle-King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services, serving as the elected official representative.
SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Mayor Frisinger to a partial term on the Seattle-King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services, expiring December 31, 2011.  She has been involved with human service provision on the Eastside since the mid 1980’s.  Mayor Frisinger is a member of a number of regional committees and boards dealing with issues that include, among others, housing, transportation and health.  In the past ten years her emphasis has been with housing affordability and public health issues.
BACKGROUND

The Seattle/King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services is made up of nine members from each of the following entities: King County, United Way of King County and the City of Seattle for a total of 27 members.  Currently, the vice-chair of the Advisory Council and the member-at-large positions are King County appointees.  The Advisory Council serves as an advocate body on behalf of older persons and individuals with disabilities within the Seattle-King County Planning and Service area; assists with identifying services to meet the needs of the aging; advocates for local, state, and national programs that promote quality of life for these populations
