NOTICE OF ENACTMENT

 ORDINANCES 14390, 14391, 14392


NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that King County has enacted Ordinances 14390 (Proposed Ordinance 2002-0131), 14391 (Proposed Ordinance 2002-0132) and 14392 (Proposed Ordinance 2002-0133) which were adopted by the King County Council on June 17, 2002 and were signed by the King County Executive on June 27, 2002.  King County provides this notice of adoption and enactment pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(2)(b).

SUMMARY

Ordinance 14390 

This ordinance amends the Countywide Planning Policies by:

· Amending the Urban Growth Area boundary as adopted by the King County Council on February 12, 2001 (King County Comprehensive Plan 2000) and as shown on Attachment 1 to Ordinance 14390; and

· Amending the Potential Annexation Areas map by including additional unincorporated urban land created by these Urban Growth Area amendments in the Potential Annexation Area of the appropriate city.

Ordinance 14391
This ordinance amends the Countywide Planning Policies by:

· Deleting Countywide Planning Policy FW-1 Step 8 to reflect the resolution of the Snoqualmie Joint Planning Area; and
· Amending the Growth Management Planning Council Proposed Urban Growth Area Boundary Map to delete the Snoqualmie Joint Planning Area, amend the Urban Growth Area by adding 209 acres north and west of the City of Snoqualmie, and by removing 214 acres south of the City of Snoqualmie.

Ordinance 14392
This ordinance amends the Countywide Planning Policies by:

· Adopting a map of existing urban separators, as shown on Attachment 1 to Ordinance 14392.

Additionally, these three ordinances ratify the changes listed above on behalf of the population of unincorporated King County, as required by Countywide Planning Policy FW-1, Step 9.  Amendments to the Countywide Planning Policies become effective when ratified by ordinance or resolution by at least 30% of the city and county governments representing 70% of the population of King County.  A city shall be deemed to have ratified the countywide planning policy unless, within 90 days of adoption by King County, they city by legislative action disapproves the countywide planning policy.
