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SUBJECT:  Transportation provisions of the 2004 King County Comprehensive Plan Update.
BACKGROUND:
Transportation Committee Process
The Transportation Committee has been asked to provide the Growth Management and Unincorporated Areas Committee (GMUAC) with specific recommendations on transportation elements of the 2004 Comprehensive Plan update by June 1.  The Transportation Committee will review:

· The Transportation Chapter of the proposed Comprehensive Plan update,

· Technical Appendix C, Transportation, and

· Proposed Ordinance 2004-0116, which amends the transportation concurrency program to reflect changes proposed in the Comprehensive Plan update.

After today’s meeting, the Transportation Committee will have three more regular meetings before the June 1 deadline for making recommendations to GMUAC.  Here is an updated schedule for reviewing the transportation elements of the Comprehensive Plan update:

PROPOSED CHANGES
Today’s review will emphasize proposed changes other than those relating to the transportation concurrency program, which have been discussed in previous meetings.

The Comprehensive Plan and the Roads Capital Program
The Comprehensive Plan establishes general and long-range policy for transit and the unincorporated area roads program (T-201).  Several policies outline the Comprehensive Plan’s relationship to the longer and shorter range policy documents for transit and roads.  

Another policy (currently T-203, proposed T-202) states that King County should identify improvements and strategies needed to carry out the land use vision and meet the level-of-service requirements for transportation.  Priorities are set in the Transportation Needs Report, a 20-year planning document, and in the six-year Capital Improvement Program (CIP).    
Attachment 1 is a chart showing the relationship of these documents.  This year’s major update provides an opportunity to review this relationship and to ensure that the Comprehensive Plan policies are clear and consistent with Council intent.
Attachment 2 is a matrix listing all the transportation policies for which changes are proposed.  The review of proposed changes will use this matrix.
