HOME OCCUPATION RETAIL SALES SUMMARY
The proposed ordinance:

· Allows the operator of a home occupation located on sites five acres or larger and zoned RA, A, or F to make retail sales of goods used in agriculture, equestrian, and forestry. 

· Current regulations limit retail sales as part of a home occupation to:

· off-site sales if the goods are ordered by telephone or electronically and delivered offsite;

· on site sales as part of a service provided to a patron, e.g. shampoo to patrons of a hair salon; and

· on site sales of goods produced or manufactured on-site

· Deletes language that could be construed to limit the types of activities that are allowed as home occupations.
