STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:  A MOTION appointing a replacement to fill the vacancy in Council District 9.
SUMMARY:  Metropolitan King County Councilmember Kent Pullen passed away on April 14, 2003 creating a vacancy in the seat representing council district 9.  Article II, Section 15 of the Washington State Constitution and the bylaws of the King County Republican Central Committee (KCRCC) outline the replacement process for such vacancies.  As required, the King County Republican party held a meeting of the precinct committee officers of the 9th Council District on May 31, 2003 to select nominees to fill the vacancy.
