SUBJECT

A motion confirming the Executive's appointment of Alice Fong, who resides in council district six, to the King County Board for Developmental Disabilities.

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Alice Fong for the remainder of a three-year term on the King County Board for Developmental Disabilities, expiring September 30, 2018.  Proposed Motion 2016-0543 would confirm this appointment.

BACKGROUND

The 15-member Board for Developmental Disabilities is a citizen advisory board that provides oversight of community services for children with developmental delays, adults with developmental disabilities and the families of these individuals. The board develops plans for developmental disability services, advises on funding priorities, and advocates for increases in funding and improvement in services.  Board members include family advocates, self-advocates, professionals and interested citizens.  

Ms. Fong’s application materials note that she has extensive experience with volunteer management.  Ms. Fong reports that she has over 17 years of volunteer management experience and is currently the Volunteer Initiatives Manager for United Way of King County; a position she has held since 2014.  She holds a Master of Science degree in healthcare management from Troy University and a Bachelor of Arts degree from Puget Sound University.  In addition, Ms. Fong member of the Eastside Race and Leadership Coalition.
