SUBJECT
Proposed Motion 2011-0186 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Catherine Kilbane Gockel to the King County Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee.
Proposed Motion 2011-0187 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Faith Wimberley to the King County Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee.
BACKGROUND
Conservation Futures Tax ("CFT") funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee ("COC").  The COC is an advisory body and recommends allocation of CFT funds based on a competitive application process.  The COC is comprised of 16 members, one from each council district and 3 at-large members.

CONSERVATION FUTURES CITIZEN OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE CANDIDATES:

Catherine Kilbane Gockel - Ms. Gockel, who resides in Seattle (District 4), is employed as a Research Assistant at the Marc Lindenberg Center for Humanitarian Relief, International Development, and Global Citizenship at the University of Washington, and as a consultant to the International Resources Group.  She has previous experience with the National Parks Service, the William D. Ruckelshaus Center, the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization, Conservation International and World Wildlife Fund, EnviroIssues, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, and the Cascade Land Conservancy.  She holds a B.A. in Environmental Studies and Spanish Studies from Santa Clara University, and is currently enrolled in the Evans School of Public Affairs, School of Forest Resources at the University of Washington.  Ms. Gockel is being appointed to fill an at-large position, for a partial term expiring June 30, 2014.

Faith Wimberly - Ms. Wimberley, who resides in Seattle (District 4) has worked for seven years for HealthPoint, a local community health center, as Resource Development Manager, managing private and governmental grants and contracts.  She was previously a community development coordinator for a non-profit organization in Belize, working to restore and preserve rain forests, as well as working to improve health, water and farming practices for a Mayan village.  Ms. Wimberley is a part time student at the Evans School of Public Affairs.  She holds an undergraduate degree in Biology.  Ms. Wimberley is being appointed to fill an at-large position, expiring June 30, 2014.
