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Council to Hold Public Hearing on Dissolution of the West Lake Sammamish Flood Control Zone District, and Transfer of Assets to the Cities of Bellevue and Redmond 
The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on (DATE) to take testimony on two proposed ordinances relating to the dissolution of the West Lake Sammamish Flood Control Zone District, and providing for the transfer of real property, stormwater facilities, and fund balance to the cities of Redmond and Bellevue. 

The West Lake Sammamish Flood Control Zone District (the District) was formed in 1963. When the District was originally created, most of its area was within unincorporated King County and under the political jurisdiction of King County. Today, all of the District area is located within the cities of Bellevue and Redmond. Both of these cities have their own stormwater management programs and inventories of stormwater facilities. The transfer of District stormwater facilities and real property to the cities in which they are located should result in more efficient management.  

Proposed Ordinances 2006-0332 and 2006-0333 would abolish the District, appoint the manager of the King County Stormwater Services Section to wind up the affairs of the District, and authorize an Interlocal Agreement between King County, the District, and the cities of Bellevue and Redmond to transfer stormwater facilities, real property, and fund balance to the cities of Bellevue and Redmond. 

The proposed Interlocal Agreement includes Exhibits that list known stormwater facilities and real property interests held by the District, as well as plats which may contain easements for the benefit of King County and/or the District.
