SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of William Hayes as director of the department of adult and juvenile detention.

SUMMARY

This motion, if approved, would confirm the appointment of William Hayes as the director of the Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention.  Mr. Hayes is a 29-year employee of the department (30 years in October). He began as an on-call Corrections Officer and was subsequently appointed Commander of the Maleng Regional Justice Center in Kent before becoming Interim Director in February of this year.  

BACKGROUND

The King County Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention (DAJD) operates one of the largest detention systems in the Pacific Northwest.  The adult system is responsible for over 30,000 bookings a year and houses an average of 1,920 pre- and post-adjudicated misdemeanants and felons every day.  The department’s juvenile division houses about 60 detained youth.  The Community Corrections Division is also supported by the department, providing services to several hundred individuals in alternatives to secure detention or treatment programs.  The department works closely with the Department of Public Health for the provision of medical, dental, and mental health services for inmates.  The department’s annual budget of $136.4 million ($162.4 million when jail health expenditures are added) and over 1,000 employees makes it one of the county’s largest departments.  

The department has two adult jail facilities—here in Seattle at the King County Correctional Facility (KCCF) and in Kent at the Maleng Regional Justice Center (MRJC).    The KCCF is a high-rise facility with housing for all security levels of adult inmates, 24 hour-seven-day-a-week booking and release, full medical and mental health facilities, and services to support the feeding, transport (to court hearings and other detention facilities), and activities of inmates.  The MRJC was opened in 1996, and houses and supports inmates at all security levels (except “ultra-high” security) and also provides limited booking and other services.  The facility is part of the county’s regional justice center for the south county. The department is also responsible for the administration of the juvenile detention facility in Seattle, built with over 200 beds, but housing an average of 65 detained youth each day.  This facility will be replaced with new detention beds in the Children and Family Justice Center.

The department also supports the Community Corrections Division which operates the county’s alternatives to secure detention services.  The division operates the Intake Services Unit which reviews those in detention for the court in making placement decisions.  In addition, the division operates the Community Center for Alternative Programs, a day reporting program.  The division also operates the work/education/release facility, community work program, and electronic home detention program.  The division also operates the “Helping Hands” initiative (that ensures offenders complete court-ordered community service).   In 2014, the county’s community corrections division has, on average, over 1,300 individuals involved in its various program each week. 

The department is responsible for all felons and misdemeanants booked from the county’s unincorporated areas.  In addition, the department houses misdemeanants from cities, state inmates, and other detainees—all under contract.  The jail is also one of the largest providers of mental health services in the state.  

In accordance with King County Code 2.16.110, the county executive has requested confirmation of William Hayes as director of the Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention.  

ANALYSIS

This motion, if approved, would confirm the appointment of William Hayes as the director of DAJD.  Mr. Hayes is a 29-year employee of the department (30 years in October). He began as an on-call Corrections Officer and was subsequently appointed Commander of the Maleng Regional Justice Center in Kent before becoming Interim Director in February of this year.  According to the executive, Mr. Hayes has played a key role in establishing and training staff to the “Direct Supervision” style of managing the inmate population at the Kent Division, creating a stable and safe environment for both staff and the inmate population.  

Mr. Hayes, while Kent Division Commander developed the emergency policies and plans for the county’s response to possible Green River flooding from the Howard Hanson Dam. He has also been the department’s Public Information Officer for nearly 12 years and is the department’s Customer Service Officer.  During his career with DAJD, Mr. Hayes has received two Meritorious Achievement Awards.  Mr. Hayes has attended Central Washington University, Columbia Basin College, along with Bellevue and Edmonds Community Colleges, and has completed the training courses for Corrections Officer and Reserve Police Officer at the Washington State Criminal Justice Training Commission.
