A motion confirming the Executive’s appointment of Angela Brooks and Lynn Guttman to the King County Boundary Review Board.

BACKGROUND:

The mission of the Boundary Review Board is to guide and control the growth of cities and special districts through the review and approval of annexations, incorporations, mergers, consolidations, or extensions of service beyond corporate boundaries, as mandated by state law.

SUMMARY:

Proposed Motion 2005-0203: confirms the executive’s appointment of Ms. Angela Brooks to the Washington State Boundary Review Board for King County. 
Ms. Brooks resides in Seattle in council district ten.  She is currently employed by the City of Seattle as program coordinator for the Tax Exemption Program.  Previous positions held include land use administrator and State Environmental Policy Act Official for the City of Milton; land use specialist for T-Mobile, and zoning specialist for the American Tower Corporation.  Ms Brooks is a member of the American Institute of Certified Planners and served as a member of the City of Seattle Planning Commission for three years.
She is being appointed to serve a four-year term, expiring January 31, 2009.

Proposed Motion 2005-0115: confirms the executive’s appointment of Ms. Lynn Guttman to the Washington State Boundary Review Board for King County.   

Ms. Guttman is a resident of Seattle in council district two. Prior to her work as an independent management consultant, Ms. Guttman held various positions including project control officer for King County Procurement & Contract Services, senior director of special programs for HDR Engineering, Inc., and Community Development & Public Works Department director for the City of Bothell.  Ms Guttman is experienced in providing analyses, managing change, and developing and implementing new systems.  She has been involved with various boards and committees, including the American Public Works Association, Puget Sound Regional Council’s 4-County Staff Committee, Suburban Cities Association, and the Municipality of Metropolitan Seattle’s Industrial Waste Advisory Board.

Ms. Guttman is being appointed to serve a four-year term expiring January 31, 2009.
