NOTICE OF ADOPTION

Ordinance 15170
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council (the Council) held a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA) on Monday, May 2, 2005, beginning at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing was to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2004-0519 (Ordinance 15170) relating to requirements for establishment of homeless encampments.  Ordinance 15170 was adopted on May 2, 2005.

SUMMARY:
Ordinance 15170 creates a temporary use permit to be granted by the Director of the King County Department of Development and Environmental Services for homeless encampments in unincorporated areas of King County.  Encampments are permitted subject to standards including requirements to identify the sponsoring agency and agency assuming responsibility for providing basic services and support, to limit encampments to less than ninety-two consecutive days and 100 residents at a time, to locate within one half mile of a public transportation stop and to adhere to set-back and screening requirements.  

At least ten days prior to occupying a proposed encampment, an applicant is required to convene a community meeting.  Notice of the meeting must be provided to nearby property owners and businesses, as well as any local unincorporated area council and the department. 
The provisions of Ordinance 15170 sunset as of January 1, 2015 and homeless encampments will become a prohibited use in unincorporated King County.
