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SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2018-0473 would raise the Noxious Weed Control program assessment as prescribed in King County Code (K.C.C.) 4A.670.200. 

SUMMARY

The Noxious Weed Control program is aimed at eradicating, controlling, and preventing the spread of noxious weeds countywide. The Noxious Weed Control Program provides services for public outreach and education, property owner assistance and identification, field surveying of sites, and weed control and eradication. 

Proposed Ordinance 2018-0473 would increase the Noxious Weed Control Program per parcel and per acre assessments. The Executive's 2019-2020 proposed budget estimates $3.2 million in new revenue biennially resulting from the assessment increase. 

BACKGROUND 

Noxious Weeds 
Noxious weeds are plant species that are highly destructive, competitive, or difficult to control. Noxious weeds are regulated at the state level under Chapter 17.10 RCW and Chapter 16-175 WAC to reduce economic loss and adverse impact to agricultural, natural, and human resources resulting from noxious weeds. 

Each year, the King County Noxious Weed Control Board adopts a Noxious Weed List consistent with the list established by Washington State. Noxious weeds are categorized in 3 regulated classes and one non-regulated category. Under RCW 17.10.090, the County is required to regulate all Class A weeds, regionally-designated Class B weeds, and any other Class B or Class C weeds selected by the King County Noxious Weed Control Board. 

Noxious Weed Control Program
The Noxious Weed Control Program, established in 1995, focuses both on prevention through education and technical assistance as well as field surveying and working with landowners to achieve weed control. The Noxious Weed Control Program provides the following services to residents: 

· Plant identification
· Direct assistance and cost share for priority noxious weeds
· Informational publications and workshops
· Information on the best methods for control or eradication
· Facilitating weed management efforts by working with volunteer and landowner groups
· Annual surveys on roads and other areas of the county for early detection of noxious weeds

As of 2017, 12,774 regulated noxious weed infestations were surveyed and 12,355 were controlled.  Approximately 61 percent of infestations occurred on private property, 17 percent on county property, 12 percent on city property, and 8 percent on state/federal/other lands. King County agencies are responsible for controlling noxious weeds on all 4,400 King County-owned property and 1,400 linear miles of right-of-way. 

Noxious Weed Tax Assessment and Comparison
The Noxious Weed Control Program is funded through an assessment of all properties in King County. The County imposes two rates: a rate for all properties except forest land and a rate for forest land.[footnoteRef:1] The assessment is calculated based on base per parcel rate plus an acreage rate.  Table 1 identifies the assessment increase from 1996 to present.  [1:  Forest land is defined in RCW 84.33.035 as "any parcel of land that is five or more acres or multiple parcels of land that are contiguous and total five or more acres that is or are devoted primarily to growing and harvesting timber." Forest land is charged at 1/10th of the rate consistent with RCW 17.10.240 due to a dense canopy cover that typically inhibits the growth of noxious weeds, thus requiring less control on these properties.]

A rate comparison survey completed by the Executive found the average base rate for all properties except forest land was $5.70. King County's current 2018 rate was $3.17. Table 2 identifies the noxious weed assessments across counties.

ANALYSIS

Noxious Weed Control Program Assessment Process
Under RCW 17.10.240, the County Noxious Weed Control Board is required submit a budget and provide rate recommendations to the County Council to fund the program's operations the following year. On September 26, 2018, the Noxious Weed Control Board passed a motion recommending approval of the transmitted fee increase proposal consistent with RCW 17.10.240.

Proposed Ordinance 2018-0473
The Executive has proposed to expand the Noxious Weed Control Program, including significant weed control work and additional staffing support, as discussed in the Executive Proposed 2019-2020 Budget section below. To order to this expansion, the proposed ordinance would increase the noxious weed control program assessment countywide. Table 3 identifies the existing and proposed rates for property within King County.

Proposed Ordinance 2018-0473 would increase the noxious weed control program assessment by 68 percent. For all properties (except forest lands), the base rate would increase by $2.15 plus $0.1535 per acre. 



Executive Proposed 2019-2020 Budget
Proposed Ordinance 2018-0473 is anticipated to generate an additional $3.2 million in revenues for the biennium, increasing the program's total assessment revenues to $7.9 million. New program additions include deployment of seasonal weed control crews, 2.9 FTE for support staff, and landowner incentives. 

The seasonal weed control crews includes $2.6 million in expenditures and 2.2 new FTEs. The proposal is intended to accelerate noxious weed control by deploying four six-member crews to control weeds on high-priority lands identified in the Land Conservation Initiative. Crews would be contracted through partner organizations during peak noxious weed season, approximately 6 months out of the year. The proposal also includes 2.2 FTE additions, including 1.0 FTE specialist to supervise crews, 0.65 FTE specialist to deploy and schedule crews, and 0.5 FTE to convert two specialists from part-time to full-time to support land stewardship and weed control. 

Approximately $200,000 of the proposed expenditures would fund landowner incentives such as weed control assistance, equipment loans, plant vouchers, and transfer station vouchers.  

The proposed 2019-2020 budget also proposes a 0.65 FTE community engagement specialist with an associated $135,542 expenditure. This position would engage non-English speaking residents in underserved communities, with a focus on increasing social marketing and an education campaign for Spanish-speaking residents. 

The proposed 2019-2020 budget expands current efforts by the program with on-the-ground weed control. Executive staff state that the Noxious Weed Control Program partners with property owners to achieve weed control and directly controls weeds on larger, more technically challenging, or higher priority infestations. In 2017, the Program completed 471 acres of noxious weed control, 35 percent of which were controlled by property owners and 65 percent directly by the program.

AMENDMENTS

Amendment 1 and Title Amendment 1 correct an existing code reference for a code section that no longer exists. The section being amended identifies that Noxious Weed Control Program assessment revenues can be received by the Noxious Weed Fund.
