Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed for the King County Council’s consideration is a proposed ordinance amending the County’s transportation concurrency program.  The ordinance revises exemptions for specific nonresidential uses.  These revisions serve to clarify and more effectively apply transportation concurrency in King County.  The ordinance amends K.C.C. 14.70.28 to accomplish the following:

1. Change the standard exemption from concurrency for nonresidential development to reflect the actual number of trips generated by the use instead of the size of the structure and;

2. Add an exemption from the critical segment concurrency test for private elementary, middle or junior high schools.  The schools would still be required to pass the Transportation Adequacy Measure (TAM) test and submit a transportation demand management plan to the King County Department of Transportation for review and approval.  Lastly, the exemption would apply only to the redevelopment of a site with an existing nonresidential use. 

I recommend the King County Council introduce and adopt this ordinance.
