Dear Councilmember Phillips:

I am pleased to transmit to the King County Council an ordinance authorizing King County to enter into a land transfer agreement with Redmond North Little League for the transfer of Redmond Ridge Park.  I believe this agreement is in the best interest of King County park users and taxpayers.

Redmond Ridge Park was dedicated to the county as a condition of the development of Redmond Ridge, an Urban Planned Development and fully contained community.  It is an anomaly, being a local urban park, but not located within the potential annexation area of a city.  The Parks Business Plan directs that local urban parks are to be transferred to cities.  In this case, Redmond Ridge Park has, by previous agreement, been operated and managed by the Redmond North Little League.  This agreement will now transfer ownership of the site to Redmond North Little League, with continued provisions that it remain open to the public.  Northshore Little League will assume full and complete responsibility for all operations, maintenance, repairs and improvements to the property.  
This ten acre park is developed with a baseball field, soccer field, picnic shelter, children’s play area, restroom, parking and pathways.  It also includes grassy areas for picnicking and other informal uses.  The trail through the Redmond Ridge development is adjacent to the park and located on a separate parcel.
