ACTION:  On September 4, 2008, the Law, Justice and Human Services Committee reviewed Proposed Motion 2008-0341.  The committee amended Attachment C. Board Profile to the legislation to reflect the most current information.  The committee voted to pass the amended motion out of Committee with a do pass recommendation and it was also placed on the Council’s Consent Agenda.

SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Ruvin Munden, who resides in council district four, to the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board.
SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Ruvin Munden to a three-year term on the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board, expiring March 31, 2011.

Mr. Munden is a graduate of North Seattle Community College where he received an Associate of Arts Degree and Seattle University where he received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Public Administration.  He also graduated Cum Laude.  Mr. Munden is currently a Server at Palomino and Elliott’s Seafood House, both in Seattle.  He is worked on Marketing and Promotions with Big Brother Big Sister and is the Activities Coordinator for the 12 Step Recovery Group with the Drug & Alcohol Recovery Community Center.  Also, Mr. Munden has been a Group Format Coordinator with Echo Glen Juvenile Facility and a Sobering Technician with the Recovery Centers of King County.  The greatest interests to him are helping to participate in policies ensuring access to substance abuse treatment and services to under privileged and marginalized populations.
The 15 member King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board is required by State law and regulations to provide oversight for the program.  The board is to recommend policies and programs to King County in order to ensure the availability and accessibility of alcohol and substance abuse services, including prevention, intervention, treatment, and rehabilitation.  By agreement with the City of Seattle, related to the joint Seattle-King County Public Health Department, the Mayor appoints five members and the County Executive appoints and the County Council confirms the remainder.
