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Council to Hold Public Hearing on Condemnation of a Property Interest for the Construction of the 

Soos Regional Creek Trail 
The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on (DATE) to take testimony on a proposed ordinance authorizing the condemnation of one-twelfth property interest of a commonly owned tract to obtain an easement for the construction of the Soos Creek Regional Trail. 
The  property interest is necessary to complete the northern connection of the Soos Creek and Cedar River Regional Trails.  The common tract property is located at approximately 133rd Ave SE and SE 159th Place.   
King County has obtained the approval of eleven of the twelve owners with interest in the common tract.  The twelfth owner has vacated their home and cannot be located.  This authorization allows for King County to condemn the remaining one-twelfth interest in the common tract to obtain the final link to complete the trail.
