NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

Proposed Ordinance 2007-0149

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 4th day of June, 2007, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2007-0149, relating to transportation concurrency, eliminating monitored zones from the residential concurrency map, eliminating the table of vehicle trips for monitored zones, and adopting the new residential transportation concurrency map and the new monitored corridors for transportation concurrency list.    

SUMMARY

King County’s transportation concurrency program uses the residential concurrency map as a tool to determine if proposed residential developments in the unincorporated area may be awarded concurrency certificates, a required initial step in project development.  The concurrency system seeks to ensure that the county’s transportation infrastructure is adequate to meet the needs of new development, as measured by the Transportation Adequacy Measure (TAM) and critical link standards.  Proposed Ordinance 2007-0149 amends the King County Code to eliminate monitored zones from the residential concurrency map and to delete the table of vehicle trips for monitored zones.  Proposed Ordinance 2007-0149 also adopts a new residential concurrency map generated by the updated transportation concurrency model and a new list of monitored corridors.  This map replaces the current residential concurrency map, which was approved in 2004.  The list of monitored corridors clarifies the identification of existing corridors and their limits and deletes State Route 169 which has been designated a Highway of Statewide Significance.
