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SUBJECT

Overview of amendments to the Executive’s proposed changes to the King County Comprehensive Plan.
2010 COUNCIL PRIORITIES
Proposed Ordinance 2010-0163 furthers two Council priorities:

1. The Safe, Healthy and Vibrant Communities priority is met by providing revisions to improve resident access to goods and services, streamline and simplify the permit review process, increasing the economic viability of commercial areas, and fostering better relations between regulatory agencies and residents.  

2. The Environmental Sustainability priority is met by providing policy revisions that allow greater development flexibility while still meeting environmental goals.
ANALYSIS
This Proposed Ordinance has been revised as noted below.  However, Central Staff are aware that the Proposed Ordinance will need to be amended at full Council.  

As of this writing, Central and Executive Staff remain in discussions regarding revisions to one of the attachments to the Proposed Ordinance – the Transportation Needs Report ("TNR").  Central staff have previously advised the Committee that for a myriad of reasons the transmitted TNR does not accurately reflect current conditions.  Central Staff are waiting for September figures to be generated by Roads and the budget Office to incorporate new revenue assumptions into the TNR.  
Additionally, not all the pieces necessary to authorize for the land use map and zoning amendments for Issaquah Highlands have fallen into place.  While it is expected that the amendment to the three party agreement between the City of Issaquah, the County and Port Blakely, the developer of the Issaquah Highlands, contemplated by the area zoning study will occur timely, that amendment has not yet been transmitted to Council for authorization or executed by the other parties.  Unless the amendment is in place before the Council takes its vote on the Comprehensive plan updates, this land use map and zoning amendments will have to be removed from the proposed ordinance.

 However, to keep on the timeframe set out at the beginning of this process, and to meet the thirty-day public notice requirement, passing this legislation out of committee without recommendation will allow the legislation to be taken up at full Council in late September as publically noticed, but still give staff time to complete their review of the remaining issues.

	1. Deletes all references to the form-base code, including Section 3 of the proposed ordinance.

2. Deletes Attachments C and E, which were respectively;

· The form- based code provisions,

· The overlay text identifying the pilot areas for application of the form based codes.   
3. Directs clerk to reletter the executive's proposed Attachment D (TNR) to Attachment C. 

4. Adds a new Section 3 providing work program direction for the Executive to:

· Study and make recommended changes to a policy and regulation relating to restrictions of aquatic habitat restoration in an APD, and

· Include a form based area zoning study aimed at parcels zoned neighborhood business in the Rural Area and potential pilot to be included in the 2012 Comprehensive Plan update.  
	The Executive’s proposed KCCP update included two pilot projects (an urban area project on West Hill aka Skyway and a rural area project at Cottage Lake) to test the feasibility of replacing selected elements of the current land use code with a “form-based code.” 

In the April 13th committee meeting, Council staff raised a number of concerns about the Executive proposal.  
Subsequently, the Executive requested that the proposed pilots be dropped.
