Dear Councilmember Phillips:
This letter transmits two ordinances that will enable King County to sublease space from the Kent Fire Department Regional Fire Authority (KRFA) for the support of the provision of King County Emergency Medical Services (EMS) operations.  The facility, located at 8320 South 208th Street, Kent, WA 98032, consolidates storage and vehicle electronics service locations in Kent and Auburn.  The first ordinance authorizes the County to enter into a sublease with KRFA and the second ordinance approves an appropriation for the sublease and the tenant improvements.  Prompt action on this legislation will allow EMS to proceed with needed tenant improvements that will allow for full program occupancy of the space.  
This transaction is recommended per the rationale and considerations provided in the attached property summary.
The sublease of this property furthers the goals of the King County Strategic Plan by exercising good financial stewardship, and planning for the long-term sustainability of County services.

This appropriation request is a supplement to the CIP  budget included in Ordinance 17853, approved previously in 2014. 
This letter and the enclosed legislative package that accompany the sublease conform to the newly developed standards and templates developed in the joint Executive-Council Lean workshop held in August of 2013.
